


A National Homecoming
at National Harbor

In September, National Harbor had the privilege of hosting
a floating national treasure, the Freedom Schooner Amistad.
From September 16-22, the National Harbor marina was

home to the recreation of La Amistad, the original vessel was
an integral part of the Amistad Incident of 1839, the first
civil rights case heard by the U.S. Supreme Court. The visit to
National Harbor helped commemorate the 1808 signing of

the U.S. law abolishing the African slave trade.
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National Harbor welcomed the Freedom Schooner Amistad
for its National Homecoming. La Amistad embarked on its
first transatlantic voyage in spring 2007, retracing the slave
trade triangle. Recently, The Atlantic Freedom Tour joined
international agencies and organizations in the U.S., Canada,
Great Britain, continental Europe and West Africa as part of
the international commemoration of the 200th anniversary
of the abolition of the trans-Atlantic slave trade.

The hosting of the Freedom Schooner Amistad at National
Harbor created a tremendous educational opportunity
for the region, allowing visitors and residents to tour the

vessel first hand and visit the associated exhibit, displayed
in the atrium of the Prince George’s County Administration
Building in Upper Marlboro, Maryland.

“Everyone at National Harbor was honored to host the
Freedom Schooner Amistad, an incredible symbol of our
nation’s history,” said Kent Digby, Vice President of National
Harbor. “Since we began planning National Harbor we

have looked to commemorate the history and heritage of
our region. We were honored to have the opportunity to
host this extraordinary vessel, which has such an enormous

Art at New Heights
Discover the Artwork of Albert Paley

Ribbons of gold, twists of crimson and spires of cerulean;
its name says it all, “The Beckoning.” Reaching into the
sky at the entrance to National Harbor, the 85ft. colorful
and abstract corten steel statue welcomes all who enter the
property. Amidst tree-lined streets entering National Harbor,
the imposing sculpture was designed to reflect the exciting
emergence of a new city rising on the banks of the Potomac
River. And all those who pass it are compelled to slow down
and take a closer look.

Art isn’t simply on display at National Harbor, it’s
incorporated into the fabric of the landscape, creating
beautiful surprises around every corner. Internationally
renowned artist Albert Paley’s “The Beckoning” sets the tone
from the moment visitors drive into National Harbor and his

influence continues throughout their visit.

Standing high above the foot of American Way, sixty feet in
the air, two eagles each with some fourteen foot wingspans,
overlook the Potomac River. When viewed from the top of
American Way, Paley’s sculptures made of twisted and shaped
stainless steel appear to be soaring between the buildings of
National Harbor over the Potomac River. Paley’s artistic gems
such as these extraordinary eagles help create the uniqueness
of National Harbor.

Albert Paley is no stranger to the D.C. region. His works in
the area include the gates at the Enid Haupt garden of the
Smithsonian Castle and a gate at the National Cathedral.

From a studio based in Rochester, New York, Paley has
created works of art that appear in the permanent collections
of many of the world’s major museums including the
Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York, the Museum of
Fine Arts in Boston, and the British Museum and Victoria
and Albert Museum in London. An active artist for over

30 years, Paley is the first metal sculptor to receive the
Lifetime Achievement Award from the American Institute of
Architects, the AIA’s highest award to a non-architect.
